2009-2010 SEASON

1. This tournament will be certified with USBC. All bowlers must hold a current membership card.

2. Tournament schedule: Please refer to the front page of Swiss flyer for schedule. Schedule may change call ahead for reservation.
3. Teams shall consist of 3 bowlers, any combination of men or women.

4. Handicap shall be 90% of 220. No minus. Individual Handicap, 60 pins maximum.

5. Team lineup shall be: lowest average bowls first, then second highest, then high average bowls in 3™ position.

. Points will be awarded as follows: 1 point for an individual win; 2 points for a team win. 5 points possible per game.

. Entering Average: USBC Rule 319a-2 and Rule 319e is waived. Any sport league average adjustments are made according to the USBC Rule
202a. Use your highest fall or summer current book average of 21 games or more time of entry season, or highest current average whichever
is higher. If no book or current average of 21 games or more, use last season 8 Game Trio Swiss Tournament average of 16 games or more. If
no book average or highest current average or last year Swiss average, all bowlers will assume a 220 average. Bowlers will establish an aver-
age in the first two tournaments, and then current tournament average will be used for any following Swiss tournaments. Tournament aver-
age’s will reset in September of each year and revert back to book averages. Bowlers are responsible for verifying their own average. See rule
319a-3

8. Reporting Prior Prize Winnings: A handicap or classified tournament may require a bowler to report any previous tournament prize winnings as
a condition for entry. See rule 319d.

9. Practice begins at 8:30 am and the tournament begins at 9:00 am. Bowl 4 games, take a lunch break return at the announced time and bowl 4
more games. After 8 games, the top 5 teams will compete in a single elimination stair step finals. Total pins including handicap will determine

winners in the finals.

10. Any bowler arriving late for a game has until the opposing team completes the 3™ frame to enter that game. If a bowler arrives after the 3™
frame, he/she will take a zero for that game.

11. Prize money will be paid to the top 4 places, amounts determined by the number of entries. 5™ place team will receive a free entry into the
next months tournament.

12. Closing date for entries will be the day of the tournament.
13. All prize money will be returned 100%
14. No team may have more than one member of the Professional Bowlers Association.

15. Tournament Director holds the right to re-rate any bowlers average before the beginning of any tournament. Should bowler not agree with the
re-rated average, his/her entry fee will be refunded.
